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We remember our wedding vows, we memorize the Pledge to the Flag, some of us even 
know the Boy Scout Oath.  Do we remember our baptismal vows?   
 

When we ask for the sacrament of baptism for ourselves or our children, we make vows 
that profess our faith in Jesus Christ as Lord and Savior, renounce evil and affirm our re-
liance on God’s grace, declare our intention to participate actively and responsibly in the 
worship and mission of the church, and declare our intention to provide for the Christian 
nurture of our children. 
 

During the sacrament of baptism, we, the congregation, profess our faith, voice our sup-
port of the individual(s) being baptized, and vow to take responsibility for their nurture. 
 

Our baptismal vows remind us that as members of the body of Christ, we have promised 
to nurture one another in the faith.  We make this promise when a person is baptized, 
but the promise is for all of us. 
 

In Deuteronomy 6, God commands us to be teaching all the time, everywhere.  Teaching 
the good news of the gospel should be an integral part of everything we do, a part of our 
daily lives. 
 

What are you doing to live out your baptismal vows? 
What is it that‟s holding you back?

As you can see in Berryôs article, the age range of 
the volunteers was from under 10 to over 60.  The 
same was true for those who were fed.  From an in-
fant who slept through the meal to those well over 
60, everyone was fed and cared for.  There were 
families with small children, grandparents with 
grandchildren, couples, singles, loners and friends 
who came to eat, and for some, to rest. 
 
Victory Baptist Church, the church who spearheaded 
this ministry, has approximately 100 members of 
which 45-50 are active.  Those 45-50 individuals 
have discerned that feeding and clothing Godôs peo-
ple is Godôs will for their church.  Those 45-50 indi-
viduals have not only opened and sustained a soup 
kitchen which is open to anyone Monday thru Fri-
day for lunch, but also have a clothes closet and 
household item room from which anyone may take 
one bag full each month.  Plus, they have been able 
to get the support of other churches in the commu-
nity by their volunteering to run the soup kitchen 
one or two days a week or a month. 
 
Victory Baptist would really like to get one more 
group to take one day during the month to run the 
soup kitchen.  From the experience we had in June, 
the task is not labor intensive and could be pulled off 
rather easily with a dedicated core of volunteers.  It 
does not require more than 6 to 10 people to work at 
the kitchen on that day.  And it does not need to be 
the same people each month.
